MEET our WINEMAKER
Born and raised in Malawi and educated in the UK, Scott Hazeldine’s first stint at University 
yielded a Masters Degree in Coastal Zone Management. A short period in the world of oil 
spill response followed and provided some real adventure and travel, but it was a trip to catch 
up with family in Australia and a vintage with Brown Brother’s that pushed him to finally act 
on a long held desire to forge a career in wine.

That vintage with Brown Brother’s turned into a couple of years, by which time the bug had 
truly bitten, but a desire to immerse himself in the heart of the industry and gain more 
experience saw Scott move over to the Barossa Valley in 2001. He then spent three vintages 
working with Stuart Blackwell, Matt Gant and Tim Smith at St Hallett Wines.
